EXHIBITION EXPENSES

Applicants are charged a Gallery Hire fee of $100 per week (min 2 weeks). This fee includes
assistance with install and de-install; costs associated with publicity and promotion including
print and online advertising, documentation of the exhibition, sales and supervision
throughout the duration of the exhibition. We supply wine on opening night but artists are
asked to supply the nibbles. The gallery is open 4 days a week, sometimes with extra days.

Special presentation requirements need to be negotiated in advance with the Turbo Gallery.

The Gallery has the following available; Plinths, projector, projector screen, speakers, track
lighting, extension cords, hanging track.

Visual support material may be provided via email or uploaded via a file sharing platform for
large files. You may also provide a link to relevant material online e.g. artist's website,
Vimeo page etc.
